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Adoption

Following the
implementation of the
Adoption and Children
Act 2005, adoption
agencies throughout
the UK experienced a
slowing down in the
links being made.

This resulted, in part, from the
requirement that each child
placed for adoption needed to
be subject to a Placement Order.
The courts were overwhelmed
with requests, hence the delay
in moving children swiftly into
adoption placements. This delay
appears to have lessened and
PACT has been successful in

Fostering

PACT s fostering service
expanded to recruit any family
able to offer a permanent home
in Berkshire, Buckinghamshire
and Oxfordshire and was
awarded preferred status for
2007 by Hampshire County
Council s Children s Services,

a status that will be reviewed
annually.

recruiting a number of families
this past year who are now in
the process of being linked
with children.

PACT takes the commitment to
support families  for a lifetime,
if need be very seriously

and has created different
opportunities for families to pick
and choose what suits them at
the time. Over the past year,
more services have been added
to the range which now includes
the Fostering and Adoption
Consultation and Therapy
Service (FACTS); family therapy;
a Dads Support Group; 24 hour
online support services; 24 hour
telephone help; homeopathy and

We appointed a Senior
Practitioner to champion
recruitment and support whilst
the fostering team continues

to work closely with, and value
the work of, the carers who
provide such an excellent service
to those children already in
permanent placement.
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nutritionist consultations; post-
approval training workshops and
a post-approval handbook and
one-to-one support from a PACT
Social Worker.

In the eld of inter-country
adoption, PACT s enquiries

from prospective inter-

country adopters increased

over 50% in 2006-07 and its
geographical remit (that is,
those local authorities which
have contracted with PACT to
provide an inter-country service)
extended. PACT welcomes
enquiries about the inter-country
adoption service by any of the
contact means on the back page.

Training needs are always on the
agenda of the Carers Support
Group and have addressed such
issues as complaints; helping

a child settle into an existing
family; safe caring and the role
of the supervising Social Worker.

Working with a range

of local authorities,
housing associations
and other voluntary
sector organisations

and networks, PACT’s
Housing and Community
division is a leading
provider, improving the
life chances of children,
young people and

their families.

Our development team evolves
effective services in response
to identi ed need. An example
of this is our community groups,
which include a young parents

group in a small Oxfordshire
town and an Asian Women s

group in Maidenhead both
providing a lifeline of intensive
one-to-one support.

PACT successfully manages a
number of Children s Centres

on behalf of local authorities,
delivering a range of exible
programmes in diverse ways

to meet local needs and the
Every Child Matters agenda.
Our outreach work often takes
place in families own homes,
focusing upon housing, debt
and parenting and a range

of other issues. Drop-in
sessions offer open access in a
super cially informal manner, but
with carefully planned outcomes
to ensure that families and
children may experience and
explore a range of ideas and

PACT Education

PACT Education provides the
opportunity for individuals

to build and replenish their
working tool box . We challenge
attitudes, stereotypes and
opinions. We endeavour to open
people s minds to new ideas
and possibilities; we provide
access to and understanding of
knowledge, theories and skills.
We discuss how to adapt and
develop these, how to apply
them to different and dif cult
situations; how to make sense
of them and make them our
own to use with con dence

and competence.

In 2006 07 we have seen a
sustained intake for our Level 4
Managers programme, despite
the ending of funding towards
this quali cation; continued
successful negotiation of

important sources of funding
from the Learning Skills Council,
Skills for Care and Business
Link, which have provided
invaluable contributions to
employers for the cost of
training their staff teams, and
participation in the development
of a Workbook for the new
national Induction Standards for
the Children s Workforce.
